RE:   Please stop Monsanto’s GE alfalfa 

Dear Minister Ritz,

I am writing to ask you to stop the introduction of genetically engineered (GE) alfalfa.

As you can see, alfalfa seeds are tiny. We will not be able to stop the GE contamination of conventional and organic alfalfa in Canada if GE alfalfa is commercialized. 

I don’t want to eat GE alfalfa sprouts and I want to protect our food system from GE contamination.

Monsanto’s herbicide tolerant (Roundup Ready) alfalfa is already approved for growing and human consumption in Canada but its not yet legal to sell GE alfalfa seed (this would require variety registration). I ask you to make sure GE alfalfa is not sold in Canada.

Alfalfa is a critically important crop in Canada for many different types of farmers. Alfalfa a perennial crop with unique benefits. It is a soil builder that is important for many grain farmers and is also a highly valuable livestock feed, for beef and dairy farmers.

We are currently witnessing the crisis of GE contamination in Canadian flax that shut down our flax export markets in late 2009. This crisis is causing economic hardship to our flax farmers. We cannot let GE contamination also hurt Canadian farmers who grow alfalfa.

Please make sure that GE alfalfa does not enter Canada’s market or contaminate our crops.
